I'm sure 
I speak for our members in hoping that she can be 
repaired, and that Warren and Inge soon 
will have Highlander back on the water in better 
shape than ever. 
  

The Bridge has agreed to continue our                 

arrangements with Bremerton Marina to provide 
dock space for clubs with a reciprocal arrangement 
with RHYC.  This may change later in the year   
because there is a major renovation planned which 
will close the marina.  Experts living in the area 
advise me it is most unlikely a scheduled  June 1 
commencement of construction will actually     
happen.

HIGHLANDER IN HAPPIER TIMES 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Since we recently had the unfortunate experience of   
being in the slip next to a boat that caught on fire, 
burned, and sank we want to mention a few thoughts. 
Upon   looking back a few years it seems that boat fires 
aren't that rare. Therefore a little planning concerning 
them is in order. First might be to keep your boat safe. 
Pay attention to electrical cords, oily rags, heaters, fire 
extinguishers, etc. Next consider your marina. Are shore 
power connections in good shape? Will the fire hoses 
work in cold weather?  Do they require proof of adequate 
liability and oil spill insurance for all the boats? Do you 
carry your insurance with a good company? You will 
have to ask around to determine from other boaters    
experience with claims. And last but not least is your 
insurance coverage adequate? We understand that boat 
insurance policies have different coverage's, with the 
"yacht policy" being more inclusive. With this policy 
your boat is insured to an agreed value. The liability  
coverage is probability $300,000 or $500,000. We would 
suggest this may be inadequate considering the value of 
today's boats and property that may be damaged by your 
boat. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Remembering that more than one boat may be involved.  
This coverage can be backed up with an umbrella policy.  
Fuel spill liability coverage is also a must. If required by 
a government agency, i.e. Coast Guard, EPA, etc; it is 
completely out of your control and the cost can be very 
high. $500,000 is likely not too much coverage. Please 
talk this over with your boating friends and consult your 
insurance agent so you are comfortable with your cover-
age limits.  Remember we have no expertise in this sub-
ject but after having our boat extensively burned on one 
side by the boat that caught fire in the next slip we have 
been thinking about this a lot.
