Don‟t assume that you can squeeze addi-
tional people in at the last minute.  Caterers require a 
head count days in advance and it is often not possible 
to add any additional people at the last minute. The club 
generally does not put a price on individual meals; it is a 
cruise fee, not a meal fee.  There generally are no meal-
only prices so additional people need to pay the full 
price of the cruise because our teams determine the cost 
per person for the entire package not by the cost of indi-
vidual meals.  For example, the business meeting was 
$40.00 per person and for that you got two great break-
fasts and a catered dinner and the use of the dock shack.  
The business meeting is a bit different than other cruises 
as some people just come to attend the meeting.  If you 
show up just for the meeting and do not pay the cruise 
fee, then you should not partake on any of the meals.  
The board will have to work on a meal only price for 
those that attend the meeting and want to stay for the 
dinner because there were a few members in this catego-
ry.   
 
The bridge is going to be looking at how to price a 
cruise for children.  We have several new members or 
applicants with children so we need to look at what a 
reasonable price is for a child since they generally do 
not consume the same quantity as Glen or I.   If you 
have any suggestions on what a fare cost break would be 
for kids, please let me know by email.  
 
Just a word about Labor Day at Point Hudson Marina.  
There have been some concerns voiced about the price 
of this cruise at $70.00 per person which is one of the 
more expensive trips this year.  The cruise team is work-
ing hard to put on a great four days of food and fun and 
have put a great deal of energy into planning this event.

Remember that outstations are for the benefit of all members and that your 

actions reflect on our club.  Please follow the rules and treat other members and 

marina staff with respect.  If you have any problemǎ ǘƘŀǘ ȅƻǳ ŎŀƴΩǘ ǊŜǎƻƭǾŜ ǇƭŜŀǎŜ 

inform Noreen Millen, Rear Commodore at rearcommodore at rhyc.org or 425-

641-5016.  Please do not involve the marina staff.  If you observe non-RHYC 

members using the outstations or if there is a problem with the outstation (loose 

cleat, problem with the lock box or RHYC sign, etc.) please inform the Rear 

Commodore.  Dangerous physical problems with the slip (loose dock board or 

cleat, etc.) should also be reported to the marina staff. 

 

1.  Overflow at Roche Harbor and Dock Street is limited to 1 boat 

for 1 night per stay.  You may then move into the outstation if 

available for an additional night. 

2. Overflow at Kingston has been eliminated. 

3. All outstation stays from June 1st to Sept. 30th are limited to 2 

nights in any consecutive 7.  Only exception is Kingston which is 

3 nights. 

4. Eliminated is the rule that if no member comes into the 

outstation by 3 p.m. that you may stay a third night.
